All children in Y1 and Y2 are due to be vaccinated against influenza on
Tuesday 24th November as part of a government programme. These
are NEEDLE FREE vaccinations administered by a nasal spray. It is
strongly recommended that all children receive this vaccination. In
order for your child to receive the vaccination you must have completed
and returned the consent form. Forms will be sent out o you on
Tuesday 17th November and MUST BE RETURNED TO SCHOOL BY
FRIDAY 20th NOVEMBER. If, absent from school on the day or the
form is not received on fime your child will not
receive the immunisation. The immunisations
must be administered within 7 days of us
receiving the consent forms so please help us
by returning these promptly. For more
information about the immunisation we have
posted a link fo a YouTube video on the 'News'
section accessible from the first page of the
school website.
